Ladbetter Law Applied to Tenura

Discrimination Suit
A professor is suing Jackson State Unfversity in
Mzsstssippi for sex diseromination under the new ims
limmits astabliched by the Lilly Ledbetter Pair Pagr Act,
Inzide Higher Ed reported. According to coart
docaments, mals professors had been given teqvare
ant bsen promoted without being published, bat
LaVarne Gentry, who was reviewed for terure in
2006 after workang for the University sincs 1994, was
denied on thoss grounds, raported The Jackson
Clanion-Ledger. Whils tha facts of the case hasvs vet o
be evaluated completely by the US District Cowurt, the
Ladbetter law, which sxtended the tome allowed for
plaintiffs to file suit from 180 days afber the first
discriminatery paycheck to 180 days after any such
pevcheck is rmceqyed, will albow Penizy's sut, mot
filsd vl 2007, to be evaluated based on its mecit
rather than the dats it was filed

Roadblocks to Women's Health Cara
The Deparmnent of Health and Human Servicss
relsasad a report on Wadnesday finding that only 43
percent of women have access to health care beneafits
through theor work, conmpared to 57 percent of mem.
Roadblocks to Health Care: Why the Current
Health Care System Does Not Work for
Wommen found that 52 percent of women reportsc
delaying nesded care dus to costs, compared o 39
percent of men. Women who are most vulnerable to
lnring wrthout health insurances are single womsn and
wamen aged 30 to 54, who tend to lose health care

overags when a spowss’s hedicens benadits begin
Whils women only earn 78 percent of what men
make, they also spand mose on health care, widening
the sconomiic gap and destabilizing the finances of
millions of Amarican women. Anscess to quality and
affordable health care for all Americans is impot
to AAUW members.

Haalthy Families Act Introduction
The Healthy Families Aet would mandare thar 21l
employers with 15 or more emplogess allow a
muminmem of seven paid sick days for fall-tomes
employees and & prorated number for part-time
warkers. The lsave could be ased for the medocal
riseds of employess or thedr famadliss, stgrdficanthy
increasing the ability of working women to attesnd to

their medical needs and the nesds of thedr families
without facing termination. While the act has been
introduced in presious sessions, it contams a mew
provision that would allosr leave to be usad to
recover from: or seek assistance for domeszic violence
or sexnal assaglt-relabed traama, reports the National
Parmership for Women and Familiss. Prasident
Obama’s April 29 press conferencs remarks
encouraged workers to stay home if theyr felt sick and
keep their children homs from school if they noticed
flu-Hke srmptoms; meant to curb the HIN] fa vines
epidemde, the remarks instead ignited a debate over
the lack of paid sick leave for marmy Amencans. The
U_E. Buarean of Labar Statisbcs meports that nearly
half of Amertcan private-sactor workers have no paid
sick days, and nearly 100 mdllicn do not have paid
leawe to cares for sick children. Low-wage, part-tme,
and foed servics warkers, the majarty of whom are
women, ars the laast likaby to receqrs pazd sick leave
af any kind, reports Insttute for Women's Pobeoy
Ressarch. AALTW sirongly supports congressional
afforts to keap workers and their families haalthoyr 2and

employed. Urgs vour senators to support working
womesn through the Healthy Familiea Aet.

Bullying and Harassment Preveantion Bill

Irtrod Lz e

iCm Mlay 3, the Safe Schools Improvement Act
(HE. 2262) was introdaesd by Rep. Linda T. Sanchez
(D-CA) and 4% criginal cosponsars. The lagslaton
reguires schocls receiving Safe and Drug-Free Schocls
and Commrumities Art funding to desslop a
comprehensivs bullying and harsssment pressmisan
policy. The laglation focuses bullying and
harassment preventon efforts on stacents that aze
targeted becaase of their race, religion, natonal
arigin, sex, ssxval onsntation, gender identty, ar
disability. In addizon, the bill regaires schacls o
teach students about the conssguances of ballving
and harassment and train teachers about how to
prevent balhring and harassment. AALUW supports the
implementation of stronger pelicies necessary to
deter bulbying and harassmnemt and help to ensurs
safls learning ermvirorments for all stodents. AALTW s

own 2001 pesearch revealed that 85 percent of girls
and 7 peocent of boys reported having experisnosd
semaal harassment, and over one in four students
stated that harassment happens “oftern.”
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
